Applicants in rural AK, AZ, CA, CO, HI, ID, MT, NV, NM, OR, UT,
WA, WY, ND, SD, MN or WI are eligible.

The Academy combines training with technical assistance to
apply lessons directly to your housing project. The Academy
includes:

(in-person if possible, virtual if not)

®m  Shorter webinars on special topics

B Individualized technical assistance and coaching for three
years from RCAC and our consultants, all of whom are
experienced in housing development, housing finance and
organizational management

B Travel costs for any in-person trainings. Partial
scholarships may be available
